She had only been in
the home for a few days. She had no family, no friends and ... it was almost Christmas. My traveling companion went into
the closet and held the little girls hand. They just sat there for about 5-minutes, and presently they both came out of the
closet. The little girl had a new friend and | had the pleasure of going home from Selma with a troubled teenager who
looked a lot like Jesus. For Jesus heard our cries of anguish ... came into our dark place ... held our hand ... and led us out.
Do not be afraid. For unto us is born a Savior, who is Christ the Lord. And the people who walk in darkness have seen a
great light. AMEN!
